Individuals who are 25 years old or older and have not completed military service as required by law must
obtain permission for overseas travel (temporary extension) from the Director of Military Manpower
Administration, and those who leave the country before turning 25 years old must obtain permission for
overseas travel (temporary extension) from the age of 24 until January 15th of the year they turn 25.

% However, individuals serving as Supplementary Duty (Alternative Duty) must also obtain permission for
overseas travel even if they are under 24 years old.

No. You do not.

The overseas travel permit from the Military Manpower Administration is only required for individuals
who are 25 years old or older and have not yet fulfilled their military service obligation, as well as
reservists for boarding duty, social service workers, supplementary service personnel, or alternative
service personnel. Since you are 19 years old this year, this does not apply to you. However, if you plan
to stay abroad until you reach 25 years old and beyond, you must obtain a travel permit from the
Military Manpower Administration by preparing the necessary documents according to the purpose of
your travel by January 15th of the year you turn 25.

[ Reference: Age under Military Service Law ]

The age [year] under the Military Service Law is expressed solely based on the age in years unrelated to
the date of birth. For example, “from the age of 00" means from January 1st of the year when that age is
reached, and “until the age of 00" means until December 31st of the year when that age is reached.

@ Until when can | receive an overseas travel permit for the purpose of studying
abroad?

You can receive permission within the age limits set by each school. However, if it is difficult for you to
A graduate or obtain a degree within that period, you can receive permission for up to 6 month beyond

the expected graduation (degree acquisition) date within the range of one additional year. For doctoral

programs where degree acquisition is possible, the deadline is June of the year when you turn 30.

Yes, that's correct.

A Even if you have a valid passport, if you plan to stay abroad beyond the age of 25, you must obtain an
overseas travel permit from the Military Manpower Administration. Please apply for the overseas
travel permit by January 15th of the year you turn 25. If you stay abroad without permission, it is a
violation of the obligation to obtain an overseas travel permit and may result in criminal penalities,
restrictions on passport issuance, and other sanctions.

m Itis inconvenient to have to go to an overseas consulate to apply for an overseas
travel (extension) permit. Is there any other method?

You can also apply through the internet (Military Manpower Administration website: www.mma.go.kr).
A However, for overseas travel permits for the purpose of “emigration” or “employment abroad” that
require verification by an overseas consulate, you must apply directly at the consulate.

If you have obtained permanent residency in a foreign country and have resided in that country for less
than 3 years, you can receive an overseas travel permit once within a 3-year period. If you continue to
reside in that country for 3 years or more, you can receive a permit until the age of 37. By preparing the
necessary documents to prove the reason and submitting an application for an overseas travel permit
to the relevant overseas consulate, you can obtain the permit.

If a Korean male who has not fulfilled his miitary service obligation resides abroad, the obligation to
obtain an overseas travel permit arises from the age of 25. Even if you have received a deferral through
a military service examination due to a reason of residing abroad, you still need to obtain an overseas
travel permit. When applying for a passport, bring documents that prove your citizenship or permanent
residency status and submit them to the overseas consulate.

Even for individuals who have acquired long-term residence permits of indefinite duration or for more
than 5 years in a country without a permanent system, it is possible to obtain an overseas travel permit
with a validity period until the age of 37.

If you have been residing abroad with your parents for more than 5 years, you can obtain a permit for
overseas travel valid until the age of 37.

Cancellation

(Q Overseas Travel Permit Cancellation )

Those who postponed military service for reasons of overseas emigration may have their overseas travel
permit cancelled and military duties imposed if falling under any of the following subparagraphs:

+ Those who have declared permanent return in accordance with the Emigration Act;
« Those who have been living in Korea for a total of six months or longer in a period of one year;

= However, if someone stays in Korea for one of the following reasons, it is not included in the period of stay in Korea

1) If he stays in Korea for 60 days or less due to his own wedding, the childbirth of his spouse, or the funeral service, the
wedding, or the 60th birthday anniversary of his or his spouse's siblings, lineal descendants, or ascendants;

2) If he stays in Korea for 60 days or less in order to participate in sports contests sponsored by sports organizations
affiliated with the Korea Sports Council as a player or an officer;

3) If he stays in Korea in order to study at one of the Korean educational institutions when one of his parents or his spouse
does not stay in Korea.

* “Atotal of six months or longer” means you have stayed in Korea for a total of 183 days or more, regardless of how
many times you entered the country within “a period of year”
Example 1) You come to Korea on January 10, 2017, and stay continuously until the 1831 day.

Example 2) The total of days you stay in Korea from January 11, 2016, to January 10, 2017, is 183 days or more.

| have been residing abroad with my parents for more than 5 years. However, my
parents plan to return to our home country to spend the rest of their lives. In this
case, what happens to to my military service obligation?

If you received permission for overseas travel based on the requirement of residing with your parents,
both you and your parents’ long-term stay in Korea will be restricted. If your parents return to Korea and
reside there, you will also need to return and fulfill your military service obligation. However, if you have
acquired permanent residency during the permission period, you can apply for permission again based
on your acquisition of permanent residency. After that, even if your parents reside in Korea for a long
time, you will not be subject to military service obligation.

| am currently 30 years old and have been granted a deferral of military service
based on acquiring permanent residency. However, the deferral has been cancelled
due to long-term stay in Korea, and | am about to face active duty enlistment. Can |
travel overseas before enlistment?

Overseas travel is restricted. However, you can obtain permission for overseas travel within a three-
month period if it falls under the following circumstances: 1) the death of a spouse, sibling, direct
descendant, or direct collateral relative residing abroad, 2] treatment of an illness that cannot be treated
in Korea, 3] organizing personal affairs for enlistment or mobilization (limited to one occasion)

Individuals studying at a language institute affiliated with a university to study
Korean. Can | continue to receive a deferral of military service in this case?

Individuals studying at a language institute affiliated with a university (or equvalent) within a one-year
period to learn their home country’s language and culture can be recognized as domestic educational
institution students and receive a deferral of military service.
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| am a permanent resident studying at a domestic university in Korea. Am | allowed
to engage in part-time work or other profitable activities?

If you are a foreign resident, including permanent resident, who obtained permission for overseas travel

A and is currently enrolled in a domestic educational institution, engaging in employment or other
profitable activities may result in the cancellation of your permission for overseas travel and the
imposition of military service obligation.

Military Service Duty

Q What is multiple citizenships?

When a child is born in a country that adheres to the jus soli (right of the soil) principle and his/her parent is
a citizen of a country with the jus sanguinis (right of blood) principle, the child obtains both citizenships at
birth; one from the birthplace and one from his or her parent’s nationality.

For example, a child whose parents are South Korean and who is born in the US, which adheres to the jus soli
principle, has both South Korean nationality and US citizenship by birth and therefore the child has multiple
citizenship.

% Family relations registration and nationality

Family relations registration does not establish any substantial effect relating to acquisition or loss of nationality,
but only acts as a follow-up report on the acquisition, loss, or any substantial changes to the nationality formed
by the Nationality Act. Therefore, if you have acquired Korean nationality by birth, naturalization, or other ways
stipulated by the Nationality Act but did not take actions to register family relations, your substantial status of
having acquired the Korean nationality remains intact.

Q Military duties of multiple citizenships

+ Male nationals of the Republic of Korea have military duties in accordance with the Constitution of the
Republic of Korea and the Military Service Act.

* Men with dual nationality can renounce their citizenship until the end of March of the year they turn 18, and
individuals who have exceeded that period have an obligation to choose their citizenship for a period of 2
years from the completion or exemption of military service.

(Reference: Addition of Article 14-2 (Special Provisions regarding Renounciation of Citizenship) in the
Nationality Act (Effective from October 1, 2022))

Individuals who were born (including those under 6 years of age leaving the country, excluding childbirth for
temporary stay) and have continuously resided there, and have valid reasons for not being able to renounce their
citizenship before March of the year they turn 18, may be granted exceptional renunciation of citizenship through
the deliberation of the Ministry of Justice if they meet certain requirements under the law.

« Permission for overseas travel for individuals with dual citizenship residing abroad (refer to p. 33. Reasons
for Overseas Migration and Permission for Overseas Travel)

- Individuals who have foreign permanent residency or citizenship (foreign nationality) and have continously
resided abroad for more than 3 years along with their parents

- Individuals who have continously resided abroad for more than 5 years along with their parents

- Individuals who have continuously resided abroad for more than 10 years
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I am a dual citizen born in a foreign country. Can | enter and exit using a foreign
passport?

As a dual citizen with South Korean nationality, you must obtain permission from the Military Manpower
A Administration to travel overseas. If you leave or enter without obtaining permission for overseas
travel, your departure may be restricted.

As a dual citizen, | am currently exempt from military service until the age of 37. If |
return to Korea and work as a foreigner, will | still be required to fulfill my military
duty?

If a person who has been granted a postponement of military service until the age of 37 for the purpose

A of overseas immigration, such as permanent residency or citizenship, enters the country and stays for
a total of 6 months or more within a year, or engages in profitable activities such as employment, the
postponement of military service will be cancelled, and military duty will be imposed.

- [ Scope and Criteria of Profiable Activities ] N

« If you work for 60 days or more within a period of one year and receive wages or salaries, or if you
engage in various businesses such as agriculture or industry.

« If you stay in Korea for a total of 60 days or more within a period of one year while earning income
through activities such as broadcasting or participating in sports events as a celebrity or athlete, or if
you earn more than 10 million won through personal services.

I hold US citizenship and have dual citizenship. If | fulfill my military service in Korea,
can | still maintain dual citizenship?

Yes, after completing your military service, you can maintain dual citizenship by making a declaration

A of retention of foreign citizenship within two years. However, individuals who are recognized to have
resided in a foreign country with the purpose of allowing their parents to acquire foreign citizenship for
them at the time of birth are excluded from this provision.

- [ Pledge of Non-Utilization of Foreign Nationality ] N
For example, if someone is born to Korean parents in the United States and becomes a dual citizen by
birth, even if they have reached the age of 22, which is the period for choosing nationality, and they
complete their military service in Korea, they can maintain dual citizenship by submitting a “Declaration
of Retention of Foreign Citizenship” (Form No. 5-2 of the Enforcement Rules of the Nationaity Act) to the
immigration office, foreigner registration office, or the relevant overseas Korean consulate within two

years.

Q Who are second-generation South Koreans?

Second-generation South Koreans are people who were born overseas (including people who emigrated
overseas before they turned 6), and lived overseas continuously until the age of 17 (according to Article 2 of
Primary and Secondary Education Law, people who studied in a school(s) in South Korea for a total ofthree
years and under are considered to have lived overseas continuously), and their parents and themselves acquired
foreign nationality, citizenship, or permanent residence from foreign government, or acquired indefinite
residence permit (including long-term residence permit of five or more years) in a country without permanent
residence system, and got confirmation as second-generation South Korean.

% If you have stayed in Korea for a total of 90 days or more in a period of one year between the age of 7and 17,
you are not regarded as Second-Generation South Korean.

Q Where to Get Confirmation

* Registration of documents : Diplomatic establishments that have jurisdiction in your place of stay

+ Local Military Manpower Administration (Regional Branch)

Q Required Documents

« Copy of residence permit (e.g., permanent residence, citizenship) of you and your parents
+ A copy of your passport and, if necessary, a copy of your parent’s passport

+ Certificate of Family Relations

Q Obligation Imposed

« In the case of applying to permanent residence

% Those who have stayed in Korea for more than 3 years from the age of 18 (Person who was born before
1993, from 29 May 2018) are not eligible to become overseas Koreans. Even if they have already been
confirmed as overseas Koreans, their qualifications will be lost. In the case of domestic long stay and
domestic business activities, military service duty is imposed.
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In what cases is the status of “overseas Korean 2nd generation” lost according to the
military service laws?

The status of “overseas Korean 2nd generation” is lost in the following cases:

@ When declaring a return to Korea under the Overseas Emigration Law, in which cases the status of
“overseas Korean 2nd generation” is lost, and military service obligations are imposed
simultaneously.

@ If the period of domestic residence exceeds three years from January 1st of the year they turn 18,
except forindividuals born before December 31, 1993, whose period of domestic residence exceeding
three years is calculated from May 29, 2018.

[ What does “period exceeding three years” mean? |
The period of domestic residence is calculated by including the date of entry into Korea and excluding the
date of departure. It refers to cases where the total period of domestic residence exceeds 1,095 days.

© If either the father or mother has declared their return to permanent residency overseas according
to the Immigration Act. Individuals born before December 31, 1993 can also declare their return to
permanent residency from May 29, 2018, onwards if their father or mother has declared their return
to permanent residency.

What happens after the loss of the status of “overseas national of the second
generation”? Do | have to fulfill military service immediately?

No, even if the status of “overseas national of the second generation” is lost, military service is
postponed until the age of 37 if the requirements for overseas emigration permission are met according
to the military service laws. However, if any of the following reasons occur before the age of 37, the
military service postponement is cancelled, and military service obligation is imposed:

© If you declare a return to Korea under the Overseas Emigration Law.
@ If you stay in Korea for a total of 6 months or more within a period of one year.

® If you engage in employment or other profitable activities in Korea.

= |f you are a person who has lost the status of “overseas national of the second generation” before the
age of 24 and are residing abroad, please apply for overseas travel permission through the appropriate
overseas mission by January 15th of the year you turn 25. After obtaining permission, military service
will be postponed until the age of 37.
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| am a “second-generation overseas national” born in Japan. | want to study in Korea
and plan to enter the country. Is it possible to stay in Korea until graduation from
university and graduate school?

Even if you are a “second-generation overseas national,” if the domestic residence period, including
the studying period, exceeds three years, the status of “second-generation overseas national” is lost,
and the overseas travel permission granted at the time of obtaining the status is also cancelled.
However, the obligation to obtain overseas travel permission for those who are subject to military
service starts from the age of 25. Therefore, if you are over 25 when you finish your studies in your
home country and plan to leave for Japan, please obtain a short-term overseas travel permission
before departure and then apply for an extension of overseas travel period for the purpose of “overseas
migration” through the appropriate overseas mission.

= However, the approval of overseas travel permission for the purpose of “overseas migration” is
considered overall based on factors such as the period of domestic residence and the purpose of stay,
so if the requirements for permission are not met, the permission may be restricted.

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Military Candidate Sys
for Permanent Residents, etc

Q What is the Military Candidate System for Permanent Residents, etc.?

This system allows Koreans residing in foreign countries to establish their identity as a Korean through military
service in their mother country and instill patriotism.

It allows those who wish to perform their obligatory military service but have acquired permanent residency or
received an overseas travel permit for moving overseas to perform their military service at their desired time by
selecting the date and location of their military service examination and enlistment date. This system also guarantees
overseas travel for maintaining permanent residency by using ordinary leaves during their military service period.

Q Submission target person (immigrator)

« As a person who has lived for more than 3 years in a foreign country
- Those who have obtained permanent residency (including conditional or temporary permanent residency)

- Those who have obtained indefinite sojourn status (including long-term sojourn status of 5 years or more)
in a country with no permanent residency system
« Those who have received an overseas travel permit for moving overseas

« Those who live overseas with parents who are registered as overseas Koreans in the Overseas Korean
Register, and

- Are those with multiple citizenships (if the individual has continuously resided overseas for 10 years or
more, this system will be applicable even if they did not live with their parents overseas)

- Their period of residence is 5 years or more (they are excluded if either parent is a public official dispatched
overseas or a resident employee)

- Their father or mother has obtained permanent residency (or citizenship)

« Date of enlistment : March 13" (Mon), June 12 (Mon), July 10* (Mon), October 16" (Mon)
« Date of completion : April 25" (Tue), July 25™ (Tue), August 22™ (Tue), November 28" (Tue)
»% Enlistment is still possible for those wishing to enlist on dates that are not one of the above.

Q Military Enlistment Application Cancellation

Those wishing to cancel their permanent resident enlistment application due to circumstances must submit
their Cancellation Application to their Regional Military Manpower Office before their enlistment date.

Q Overseas Travel Guarantee and Provision of Flight Expenses

« Those on active duty are guaranteed overseas travel during their period of regular leave. Round-trip flight
expenses and domestic travel fees that are required for visiting their country of immigration will be provided
by the government, and one-way flight expenses will also be provided upon discharge.

% Ifyou need to visit the overseas country more frequently than the number of regular vacations to maintain
residency, you must submit relevant laws and other documents to prove the facts, and residents of
countries that do not require a renewal of permanent residency or residents of other countries are eligible
for regular vacations.

« If you are a public service worker, you will be able to travel abroad Airfare is paid considering the validity
period of the permanent residence and the period of stay in the third country.

»% when you have to go beyond the payable range and visit your home country, Public service personnel must
submit relevant documents such as laws and regulations to prove this.

« If the individual soldier changes or cancels the travel schedule after the airline depositing the ticket to the
airline from the Ministry of National Defense, the cancellation fee will be borne by the individual soldier.
